3) Literature Review:  
The literature review offers a comprehensive overview of prior research, theories, and related findings. It identifies trends, debates, and unresolved questions in the field, positioning the current study within the existing body of knowledge.

4) Definition of Keywords:  
This section defines key terms and concepts central to the study to ensure clarity and consistency. This helps readers understand the terminology and framework used throughout the research.

Chapter 4:
Finding
In this chapter, the research results are presented through diagrams, tables, and photos/images, without discussion or judgment. Tables and pictures should be descriptive enough and with sufficient explanation so that the reader can draw adequate conclusions from them without referring to the text. At the same time, it should contain the findings related to all the objectives of the study. The following should also be observed:

A) The titles of the tables above, as well as those of the graphs, photos, and images, must be placed at the bottom and accompanied by full captions. (If the table is adapted from other texts, its source should be specified in the subtitle with sentences like "adopted from" )

B) The data presented in the text should not be repeated in tables, figures, photos, and images.

C) The features of tables and graphs (number, title of table, and title of horizontal and vertical axes, place, and time of study) must be observed.

Compliance with the ethical principles of research is also emphasized when announcing the results. To protect patient rights, it is essential to consider that patients have the right to confidentiality of their secrets and identity information, which should not be reflected in writings, photos, and genealogies. Identity details, if not necessary, should be deleted; however, information related to the patient should not be altered or misrepresented to prevent identification. In clinical trial studies, patient characteristics (including names and hospital bed numbers) should not be mentioned in the thesis text or photos.
In general, the results of the study should be presented in a logical order in the text, tables, diagrams, pictures, and figures. In analytical studies and clinical trials, the characteristics of the two control groups and the (experimental) case should be compared first, and then the research data will be presented. The data of tables, charts, and pictures should not be repeated in the text. 
Also, words with special statistical concepts, such as "random", "significant”, “sample", "correlation" etc. should not be used in a way that is common in conversation except in a technical sense. 

Tables, figures, and diagrams: Avoid presenting tables, figures, and graphs that contain information and data that are fully mentioned in the text of the thesis. Each figure should be self-explanatory, allowing the reader to understand its meaning without needing to read the text. Tables, figures, and diagrams must have full titles. Use software such as Excel to draw diagrams. In the diagrams, the titles of the horizontal and vertical axes, along with their measurement scales, should be included.

Photo: Photos must be taken with high resolution and at least 300 dpi. In photos of patients, it is mandatory to cover any parts that identify the patient.

Discussion, final result, and suggestions
Discussion
In the first paragraph of the discussion section, the important findings that answered the research questions should be given. Highlight the key and novel aspects of the research and its conclusions. Do not repeat the data or other contents belonging to the introduction or results section. In the discussion section, the interpretations of the findings and their limitations should be stated. 
The observations that are related to other research studies and the causes of differences with the findings of others are analyzed (The findings are compared with the available information and interpreted and justified). The conclusion should be related to the objectives of the research, but avoid vague statements and conclusions that are not fully supported by the data. New hypotheses, if necessary, are stated, and recommendations are given at the end of the discussion.
 In this chapter, new and important research hypotheses and their potential results are emphasized. The main aims should be to examine the effects and importance of the research findings, discuss the problems and limitations of the study, and explore its relation to similar research by others.

Conclusion
 In fact, the general summary of the results and the final presentation is in response to the main question of the study, which includes the scientific message of the study.

Suggestions
Suggestions should be feasible and presented in a way that allows the research to continue based on the results.

 References should be numbered in the form of consecutive numbers and in the order indicated in the text. Vancouver method. It is necessary to pay special attention to punctuation and spacing between words and letters when preparing the list of references. If only the abstract of the article is used, the word [abstract] should be inserted at the end of the reference.
 It is necessary to prepare the list of references according to the following.

Explanation: If the number of authors of the article is less than 6, the names of all authors should be announced. If there are more than 6 authors, similar to the above method, after inserting the name of the sixth author, the phrase “et al.” should be used to denote others.
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
